Rhodes was inhabited
by Achaeans (15th century BC) and Dorians (11th century BC.). In 700 BC it became part of the Doric Exapolis. In the battle of Salamis (480 BC) it  fought-by-necessity on the persion side of the Persians. In 478-7 BC it joined the Athenian Alliance. H Rhodes was built in 408 BC on designs of the great urbanist Hippodamus from Miletus. They built a powerful fleet and they developes trade. The Turks were on the island until 1912. From then until 1945, Rhodes lived under Italian occupation.
